Rome Think Tank conclusions:

1. Jewish Peoplehood - the sense of belonging to ones’ “Jewish family” - is a compelling concept that both adds richness and meaning  
· to the lives of individual Jews, 
· to the lives of Jewish communities and 
· to a sense of shared responsibility, for a common Jewish future and thriving Jewish communities throughout the world.
2. The Jewish Community Center serves as an ideal vehicle for strengthening Jewish Peoplehood. It has been proven that Jewish Peoplehood programs add value to the JCCs that are engaged.  
3. In order for Jewish Peoplehood concepts and programs to be disseminated in a critical mass of JCCs there is a need for national/regional networks of JCCs to commit to a process of engagement. 
4. It is, therefore, recommended that each national/regional network of JCCs develops an appropriate work plan that consists of several elements (in collaboration with WCJCC as needed): 
· Adopt the Jewish Peoplehood vision following discussions of the topic with the professional and volunteer leadership.
· Map existing partnerships and identify new avenues for expansion.
· Designate key leadership and a specific committee to implement the vision. 
· Agree upon concrete objectives and measures of success. 
· Develop appropriate venues for JCCs to get involved, using the knowledge that already exists in the field and providing multiple entry points for engagement of local JCCs.
· Allocate the needed resources and staff for this process.
5. WCJCC should continue to nurture and sustain the worldwide network among WCJCC board members and key leaders. This unique forum is crucial in order to develop common ground, peer learning and mutual support. 
6. Parallel to this process, together with affiliate organizations, WCJCC will continue to enlarge the circles of Jewish Peoplehood engagement by utilizing executive directors and presidents of JCCs as agents of change. Thus, additional JCCs will be brought into the fold. 
This two tiered approach, namely working simultaneously with the JCC national/regional networks and with engaged JCCs will hopefully have a greater impact on the field. 
7. In order to develop the resources needed for implementation, WCJCC will collaborate with all affiliate organizations, relevant foundations and private donors. 
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
